Tallinna lahe dares paiknevad karakteersed alad - Kopli poolsaar, Kalamaja, Tallinna vanalinn, kesklinn,
Kadriorg, Pirita. Haabneeme ja Viimsi alevikud - peaksid leidma selles loetelus oma selge néo.

Parlikee idee labitoGtamisega ja rannadére hendamisega tuleks té6tada kogu Tallinna regioonis.

Tallinna lahe aares on hulk sadamaid (Noblessneri, Kesklinna, Pirita, Miiduranna), mille vahel voiksid olla
regulaarsed paadiliihendused.

Tallinna lahe vesikond on (ks Viimsi suurtest voimalustest muutusteks.

Haabneeme ja Viimsi alevike rekreatsioonifunktsioonide arendamisel véiks Miiduranna sadama kaudu teki-
tada Uhendus Skandinaaviaga.

Taastada Miiduranna ja Kesklinna sadama vaheline regulaarne paaditihendus.

On vaga tarvilik parandada Haabneeme ja Viimsi alevike Gihistranspordilihendust Tallinnaga - tuleb luua
réobastransporditihendus Tallinna ja Haabneeme vahel, milles voib peituda liks Viimsi arengu votmeid.

TEKKIV LINN Haabneeme oleks véikelinnana heterogeenne, seda ei ole tarvilik he tsentri imber organiseerida - hetero-
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geensuse sailitamisega toetame kvaliteetse linnaruumi arengut.

Tarvis on genereerida dueruumi, kus aega veeta - avalikku ruumi, kuhu minnes oleks péhjust ennast iles
lGUa. See eeldab siindmuste ja tegevuste toomist praegustesse alevikesse.

Arendada isikuteenuseid.

Praegu on Haabneemele iseloomulikud paralleelselt paiknevad rand, endine keskuse telg ja klint. Uueks
arengualaks sobiks nendega ristuv ja neid liitev ala suunaga Viimsi alevikust randa. Praegust metsaala Mii-
duranna sadama ja Haabneeme aleviku vahel voiks hetkel hoida metsana ja jatta tulevikuarenguteks.

Haabneeme rand on Uks voimsa avaliku ruumi potentsiaaliga piirkondi. Selle ruumilised voimalused tuleb
osavamalt dra kasutada, hetkel on rannapiirkonna avalik ruum labitdotamata. See voiks ligi meelitada
turiste ja puhkajaid Tallinnast ning ergutada ettevotlust.

Haabneeme keskala tuua eraomandist tagasi valla omandisse.
Avada kogu Haabneeme keskala teedevork ka autoliikluseks.

PEARL NECKLACE Characteristic areas situated on the shore of the Bay of Tallinn - Kopli Peninsula, Kalamaja, Tallinn’s Old
AROUND THE Town, its city centre, Kadriorg, Pirita. The hamlets of Haabneeme and Viimsi should find a clear identity for
BAYOFTALLINN,  themselves in this enumeration.
IMPROVEMENT OF

CONNECTIONS

The thorough study of the pearl necklace idea and the connection of the shoreline should be worked on
throughout the region of Tallinn.

There are a number of harbours on the shores of the Bay of Tallinn (Noblessner, City Centre, Pirita, Mii-
duranna), between which it would be a good idea to establish regular boat connections.

The catchment basin of the Bay of Tallinn is one of Viimsi’s greatest opportunities for changes.

In the course of developing the recreational functions of the hamlets of Haabneeme and Viimsi, a connec-
tion to Scandinavia could be established by way of Miiduranna harbour.

Restoration of a regular boat connection between Miiduranna and the City Centre harbour.

The public transportation connection of the hamlets of Haabneeme and Viimsi to Tallinn is in very great
need of improvement - a rail transport connection should be created between Tallinn and Haabneeme.
This may be one of the keys to Viimsi’s development.

SEASIDE VILLAGE

The identity of the peninsula’s shoreline should be dealt with. Fishing villages, views of Tallinn and of the
sea, connections by way of the sea, and connection with the sea all need to be emphasised

Observation decks facing the sea and small parking areas strengthen the distinctness of the entire penin-
sula.

Connections (by way of non-motorised modes of transport) should be created between the villages along
the shoreline.

The peninsula’s inland should be interpreted as a green or wooded area.

THEEMERGING
CITY

Haabneeme would be heterogeneous as a small town. It is not necessary to organise it around one centre
- we support the development of quality urban space by preserving heterogeneity.

The generation of outdoor space for spending leisure time is needed - public space that provides a rea-
son to dress up when going there. This requires bringing events and activities into the current hamlet.

Personal services should be developed.

The beach, the axis of the former centre, and the clint, all situated in parallel, are presently characteristic
of Haabneeme. The hamlet of Viimsi intersects with them and joins them together. Thus it would be a suit-
able new area of development - an area in the direction of the beach. The current wooded area between
Miiduranna harbour and the hamlet of Haabneeme should at the moment be kept as a forest and left for
future developments.

Haabneeme’s beach is one of the districts with great potential as public space. Its spatial possibilities
should be used more skilfully. The beach district’s public space has presently not been thoroughly stud-
ied. It could attract tourists and vacationers from Tallinn and stimulate enterprise.

The central area of Haabneeme should be brought back from private ownership into ownership by the
rural municipality.

The road network of the entire central area should be opened up.

The rural municipality should be administratively changed into a town.

Eesti ruumiplaneerimises on tunda ootusarevust. Lihikese
aja jooksul on labi elatud maareformile jargnenud muutu-
sed ja ehitusbuumiaegne kiire tegutsemine, toimunud on
Uleminek tsentraalselt planeerimiselt kohati ultraliberaal-
sesse aarmusesse. Aina enam ilmneb elanike ja kogukon-
dade soov linnaruumi loomisse sekkuda ja muuta seda
kohalikumaks ja inimmoddulisemaks. Ehitusbuumi jarel on
muutunud paevakohaseks kusimus, kuidas tegeleda buu-
mi kaigus sageli justkui pooljuhuslikult linnaruumi paigutu-
nud ehitiste vahele tekkinud ruumiga. Edasise planeerimise
jaoks Uliolulise vaidluse korvale, millised Eesti linnad voiksid
olla, tousis samavord tahtsana klsimus, kuidas tuua pla-
neerimisse tagasi inimkesksus.

Konkreetsetest linnaruumi probleemidest lahtuvad ja nende
pohjal Uldistuvad arutelud dokumenteerivad linnaplanee-
rimise ja linnaruumist motlemise seisu Eestis ning aitavad
loodetavalt kaasa ruumiplaneerimise motte edaspidisele
formuleerumisele.

How would we like to see Estonian cities? What kinds of
creative solutions should be used for making Estonian cit-
ies function better? These are the fundamental questions at
the urban forums that took place in 2009-2010. The two-day
workshops brought architects from home and abroad, rep-
resentatives of professions associated with spatial planning
and representatives of local governments, businessmen
and city activists together to discuss urban space. This book
brings together ideas that were born in the course of the
forums. At the same time, architects who participated in the
forums continue the dialogues initiated in the workshops
through articles and conversations in the pages of this book.

Anticipation can be sensed in Estonian spatial planning.
Changes after land reform, and rapid activity during the
construction boom have been experienced recently. A
transition has taken place from central planning to what are
sometimes ultraliberal extremes. The wish of communities
of residents to intervene in the creation of urban space and
to make it more local and give it a human scale is emerging
ever more. How to deal with the space that has been cre-
ated between buildings that often seem to be semi-random-
ly placed in urban space in the course of the construction
boom has become a timely topic after the boom. Alongside
the extremely important argument for future planning con-
cerning what Estonian cities should be like, the question of
how to bring people-oriented approach back into planning
emerged as being equally important.

Workshop discussions based on specific issues in urban
space and become generalised in book document the state
of urban planning in Estonia, while also hopefully contribut-
ing to the continued formulation of the idea of spatial plan-
ning in the future.
